When we hear the words of Easter, the words uttered by Mary to the disciples, hope 

and faith, once more burns in our hearts.  He is Risen. Jesus tells us, “I am the resur-

rection and the life. He who believes in me will live, even though he dies.”  

  

This is the truth of what we proclaim as disciples of Christ, as members of His 

church.  Those are the words of comfort we need the most.  But, how do we prove this 

to be true? 

  

Well, ultimately the resurrection is to be experienced not proven.  Easter is to be  

experienced. The most convincing evidence of the Resurrection of Christ is the  

transformation of the people who know Jesus and believe in Him 2000 years ago. 

  

And, I believe, the proof is in the transformation of those who follow and believe in him 

today. How has your life, your understanding of the world around you, your outlook, and 

your actions changed since you have known the Risen Lord?  

  

The only proof of Easter I will ever need is memory. I remember what my life was like 

before I met the living Christ and I know what my life is now, as I share it with Him. The 

risen Jesus Christ has made all the difference. 
   
Knowing Christ is about our relationship with Him, our love for Him and the love we  
receive from Him. It’s not enough to study the story of Jesus as we study the life of any 
other great historical figure. It may be that we begin that way, but we must end by  
meeting him. Jesus is not a memory; he is a presence.  
  
And Easter is not a mere remembrance but a living action today. Today he comes out 
of the grave to be alive and with us here. We can take him by the hand and he’ll go 
home with us. And when we grieve and when we celebrate and rejoice, he is with us. 
He comes today, and everyday into our hearts to share with us the joy, the  
encouragement and the forgiveness and transformation of Easter.
